ELVIS PRESLEY
(FIRST DAY OF ISSUE WAS AUGUST 12)

The 1993 Elvis Presley (January 8, 1935 — August 16,
1977) single stamp was an all-time best seller for the
USPS, so the only surprise about Elvis being added to
the Music Icons series is "what took so long" to add him
to a series that began in May 2013 and already includes
Lydia Mendoza, Johnny Cash, Ray Charles, Jimi
Hendrix and Janis Joplin. Shown here is an Elvis image
that will be on the back side of the stamp sheet. In
keeping with past Music Icons stamps, the final design
of the stamp will resemble a 45 RPM record jacket.
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INGRID BERGMAN
(FIRST DAY OF ISSUE WAS AUGUST 20)

The U.S. Postal Service and the Swedish Post Office
will jointly issue stamps to honor award-winning actress
Ingrid Bergman (29 August 1915 — 29 August 1982) as
the 19th stamp in the Legends of Hollywood series. A
2005 joint issue with Sweden featured Greta Garbo.

The U.S. stamp art features a circa 1940 image of
Bergman taken by Laszlo Willinger, known for his
portraits of celebrities. The Swedish version of that
photo is an engraved version of the portrait. A second
Swedish stamp is based on a watercolor illustration of
the Swedish born star, who won three Academy
Awards, two Emmy Awards, and the Tony Award for
best actress.
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PAUL NEWMAN
(FIRST DAY OF ISSUE IS SEPTEMBER 18)

Paul Newman (January 26, 1925 — September 26,
2008) earned stamp honors for many reasons. As an
actor he received 10 Academy Award nominations and
won an Oscar for his role in "The Color of Money."
Among his many other interests, he took up auto racing
in his 40s and stayed active, including some race car
driving when he was 82.

As part of his funding of many charities, Newman's
SeriousFun Children's Network has helped more than
600,000 children and families.

Some of the funding came from the "Newman's Own"
food company that he founded in 1982, and which has
donated more than $430 million to thousands of
charities. In 2006, he co-founded the Safe Water
Network, which provides market-based safe water
solutions to people in the developing world. For his
many contributions, Paul Newman was presented with
the Jean Hersholt Humanitarian Award at the Oscars in
1994,

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STAN “THE MAN” MUSIAL

This month on September 29, 1963 Western Pennsylvania baseball star Stan Musial appeared in his last Major League baseball
game with the St. Louis Cardinals, the only team he played for. It was a home game vs. the Cincinnati Reds with the Cardinals
winning 3-2 in 14 innings. In his last game, here is what Mr. Musial (played Left Field in the game) did at the plate: AT BATS: 3
(17 INNING — STRUCK OUT LOOKING; 4™ — SINGLE; 6™ — SINGLE, RBI) he was then replaced by pinch runner Gary Kolb.
Coincidently in Musial’s first Major League game on September 17, 1941, a home game, also ended with the Cardinals winning
with the same score, 3-2 vs. the Boston Braves in the second game of a double header. In Stan’s debut game he went 2 for 4
with 2 RBI. He played Right Field that day.

Stanley Frank Musial; born Stanistaw Franciszek Musiat; November 21, 1920 — January 19, 2013), nicknamed "Stan the Man",
was an American Major League Baseball (MLB) outfielder and first baseman. He spent 22 seasons playing for the St. Louis
Cardinals, from 1941 to 1945 and in 1946-63. Musial was a first-ballot inductee into the Baseball Hall of Fame in 1969. He was
also selected to the St. Louis Cardinals Hall of Fame in the inaugural class of 2014.

Musial batted .331 over his career and set National League (NL) records for career hits (3,630), runs batted in (1,951), games
played (3,026), at bats (10,972), runs scored (1,949) and doubles (725), most of which were later broken by Pete Rose; his 475
career home runs then ranked second in NL history behind Mel Ott's total of 511. His 6,134 total bases remained a major league
record until surpassed by Hank Aaron, and his hit total still ranks fourth all-time, and is the highest by any player who spent his
career with only one team. A seven-time batting champion with identical totals of 1,815 hits at home and on the road, he was
named the National League's (NL) Most Valuable Player (MVP) three times and led St. Louis to three World Series
championship titles. He also shares the major league record for the most All-Star Games played (24) with Hank Aaron and Willie
Mays.

Musial was born in Donora, Pennsylvania. He signed to a professional contract by the St. Louis Cardinals as a pitcher in 1938,
Musial was converted into an outfielder prior to his major league debut in 1941. Noted for his unigque batting stance, he quickly
established himself as a consistent and productive hitter. In his first full season, 1942, the Cardinals won the World Series. The
following year, he led the NL in six different offensive categories and earned his first MVP award. He was also named to the NL
All-Star squad for the first time; he appeared in every All-Star game in every subsequent season he played. Musial won his
second World Series championship in 1944, then missed the entire 1945 season while serving with the Navy. When he returned
to baseball in 1946, Musial resumed his consistent hitting. That year he earned his second MVP award and third World Series
title. His third MVP award came in 1948, when he finished one home run shy of winning baseball's Triple Crown. At the time of
his retirement in 1963, he held or shared 17 major league records, 29 National League records, and nine All-Star Game records.
Known for his modesty and sportsmanship, Musial was selected for the Major League Baseball All-Century Team in 1999. In
February 2011, President Barack Obama presented Musial with the Presidential Medal of Freedom, one of the highest civilian
awards that can be bestowed on a person by the United States government

HOW HE BECAME STAN “THE MAN” - It was during the 1946 season that Musial acquired his nickname of "The Man". During
the June 23 game against the Dodgers at Ebbets Field, St. Louis Post-Dispatch sportswriter Bob Broeg heard Dodger fans
chanting whenever Musial came to bat, but could not understand the words. Later that day over dinner, Broeg asked Cardinals
traveling secretary Leo Ward if he had understood what the Dodger fans had been chanting. Ward said, "Every time Stan came
up they chanted, 'Here comes the man!"™ "That man,' you mean", Broeg said. "No, the man", replied Ward. Broeg mentioned this
story in his Post-Dispatch column, and Musial was thereafter known as Stan "The Man".
